Even though he was tired,

Jesus wanted to help them. He

climbed out of the boat, and he

began to bless and heal many people.

“It is getting late. These people should

go home and eat dinner.”

See if anyone has any food to share.”

Matthew 14:22-33; Mark 6:45-51; John 6:15-20

Jesus told his disciples to go

on ahead of him.

Then Jesus walked up a mountainside
to pray. Storm clouds filled the sky.

Jesus could see the disciples in the boat.

They were having trouble.

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The wind swooshed. The waves sloshed.

The boat was tossed about.

Suddenly, the disciples saw someone
walking on the water toward them.

They thought it was a ghost!

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Jesus called out to them,

“It is 1. Do not be afraid!”

The disciples still weren’t sure.
Peter said, “If you really are Jesus,
let me walk out to you.”

Jesus replied, “Come!”

Peter stepped out of the boat. He began
walking on the water toward Jesus. Then
Peter looked at the wind and the waves.
He became afraid. Suddenly he started
to sink. “Lord, save me!” Peter cried out.

Jesus reached out and pulled Peter up.

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“Why didn’t you trust me?” Jesus asked
Peter. They climbed into the boat and
the storm stopped. The disciples
worshiped Jesus. They said,

John 9:1-12

Jesus and his disciples saw a blind beggar.
He had been blind since he was born.
